The process is so complex and
involves several stages:

Adok Gelar is a tradition of
giving honorary titles for a
bridegroom after married.
This tradition is an
important aspect of the
social and cultural life in
Komering tribe. After the
wedding, bridegroom will
follow of the ceremony and
it's a symbol if they are
accepted by community.

1.Mangian Nyumbah is a ceremony before Akad Nikah groom's family
invite to come in home, while a groom is waiting outside.

2. Akad Nikah is conducted by Penghulu and his duty is to marry the bride
and groom.

3.Ngusung Kebayan" is the phase of carried out Pasalin (brides’ wedding
dress), which those clothes will bring to the groom's house.

4.Sambutan is a bride stand in front of the door to greet the arrival of a
groom and wash his feet.

5. Adok/Jajuluk: Adok or Jajuluk is presented and announced by

traditional leaders or the village head, including poetic phrases and

striking of a Gong. Others are forbidden to call Nickname from

childhood of the bridegroom except for their own parents. giving of

names according to the Adok/Jajuluk given has been a tradition passed

down through generations. For example, the groom’'s name is

Muhammad Irman bin Imami, Adok Gelar "Raden Panditato Jaya.” Then

The bride’s name is Ihtia Nuraini, Adok Gelar "Nai Raden Pandita Nato

Jaya.”

So, Adok gelar isn't just give a
name, right? There's a deep
meaning behind it.

Exactly. This Adok Gelar
reflects the social role and
new position within the
community. For example, that
Adok Gelar might signify that
the bridegroom is hoped to
be a good leader in their
Society. It is also a way to
strengthen social bonds and
ensure that the bridegroom
feels accepted and valued.

I also heard that there are other

traditional ceremonies following There is a ceremony called Jumput
Gimon/Onggokan, is ceremony to take the

bride's property given by the groom. Another
ceremony is Sanjau Tedok, where the groom's
family visits the bride’s house and usually bring
some foods as like Dodol (a traditional sweet)
and staying there for three days.
